Persistent Disruptive Behaviour

Of these 8,680 students wWho were permanently.
excluded 31.1% are said to exhibit Persistent
Disruptive Behaviour or PDB.

The second most common reason for permanent
exclusion was physical assault against another. pupil
at 15.6% and physical assault against an adult at
11.3%.

PDB iIs also the main cause of 176,030 cases of the
425,600 Fixed term exclusions. This Is 41.1% of all
Fixed term cases.
